TERMS FOR USE OF MEETINGHOUSE AND/OR SOCIAL ROOM
Meetinghouse facilities are made available to individuals and groups for a modest donation, which is intended to offset the costs incurred for utilities, maintenance, and general upkeep.  We ask those using our facilities to observe the following established terms, and to leave the property in the condition in which they found it.

1) No smoking, no use of alcoholic beverages, and no gambling are permitted on the premises at any time.

2) As for the ceremonies of life, none shall be undertaken here, except that compatible with Quaker precepts.  The Property Committee should be in contact with the person in charge of a function.  No open flame may be used without special written permission.  No rice, as for wedding ceremonies, should be used anywhere on the premises.

3) Those using the facilities should clean up after their event, leaving everything as they found it.  Trash must be placed in plastic bags, and put in the barrels outside the kitchen door.  Talk to your Meeting contact, or call the office (609-953-8914) for more set-up and clean-up details.  If you wish to make special arrangements to set-up and/or clean-up for your event, you may contact the office.
4) The caretaker will open and close the Meetinghouse.  Be sure to list your starting time and approximate ending time on your application so the caretaker can plan accordingly.

5) A final check of lights, stoves, dishwasher, and water, should be made before leaving.  Please do not adjust the thermostat.  The caretaker will adjust the heat/air-conditioning when he/she locks up.

6) Donations are based on the extent of use.  See attached rate schedule.  Please mail checks for the agreed donation made out to Medford Monthly Meeting, to the above address.  Donations must be paid in full advance of the event.  

The Property Committee reserves the right to monitor any occasion.
